Mrs. Vogels’s Classroom Management

In the classroom we have 3 containers one green, one yellow and one red.  Each child has a Popsicle stick with their name.  The first time a student breaks a class rule or is misbehaving they will be given a verbal warning.  The second occurrence will warrant them moving their stick to the yellow can.  The consequence for this move will be contingent upon the behavior.  For example if a student is constantly talking they will have to move to a seat by themselves.  A third occurrence would warrant them moving their stick to the red can.  The consequence for this move will be a phone call or note home.  In your child’s folder you will see a monthly chart taped to the left side.  Please keep the chart in your child’s folder until the end of the month.  At the end of each day the children will receive a dot on their chart indicating what color can their stick was in at the end of the day.  Green will indicate good behavior, yellow okay behavior and red not so good behavior.  If your child receives a yellow or red dot I will try to write a brief explanation such as talking, hitting or defiant.  Children who earn green dots for an entire week will be awarded prizes here at school such as stickers, bear bucks and other incentives.  If you have any questions please do not hesitate to ask!
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
